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Abstract - Low-volume sprayers are an alternative to hydraulic sprayers for greenhouse and nursery 

pesticide application. Although more expensive, they provide better coverage with less chemical material. 
Some low-volume sprayers also reduce application time and therefore labor cost. Proper selection and 
operation is important for the type of application and crop.
