Acres Planted - FY 1965 and Previous Years

Tree planting during the fiscal year 1965 (July 1, 1964 - June 30, 1965)
as reported by various public agencies, principally the State Foresters,
was as follows:

Comparison to the 1965 with the 1964 figures shows changes in planting
activity by the three broad ownership classes as follows:

The Federal Government planted 297,237 acres of forest and
1,194 acres of windbarriers in 1965 on lands administered
by its various agencies; a total of 298,431 acres* This
is 18,768 acres more than in 1964.

The States and other non-Federal public agencies planted
71,683 acres of forest and 2,495 acres of windbarriers; a

total of 74,178 acres. This 1is 15,598 acres less than
in 1964*

Private landowners planted 917,907 acres of forest and
36,769 acres of windbarriers; a total of 954,676 acres*
This is 29,509 acres less than in 1964.

Seventy-two percent of all forest planting was on privately-owned
Tands. The 17 States with forest plantings over 16,000 acres on
privately-owned land are listed below. The Tisting also includes
12 states with more than 10,000 acres of planting on industry-owned
Tand. More than 50 percent of the private land forest planting in
11 of these 17 States 1is on industry-owned land*

In 1965 the 16 EFederal nurseries shipped 123,116,000 trees in comparison
with 114,592,000 in 1964. Most of the Forest Service nursery stock was
planted on National Forest lands. Planting stock from the Tennessee
valley Authority nursery was used on Federal and private lands through
established program.

The State nurseries shipped 555,344,000 plants in 1965. Most of
the stock from these nurseries was produced under the Federal-State
cooperative tree distribution program (C-M 4). The 10 States with
the largest shipments were:

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These 10 States shipped 41 percent of the Nation's entire supply and
66 percent of the shipments from State nurseries.

Forty-three States and Puerto Rico shipped 555,344,000 trees from 98
nurseries in 1965. In 1964, 98 nurseries shipped 584,192,000 plants.

Forty-eight States and Puerto Rico conducted tree distribution
programs in 1965. Five of these purchased all of the trees they
distributed from commercial, other State, or Federal nurseries.
Arizona and Alaska are the only two States that did not distribute
trees in 1965.

The total output of the 9 Soil Conservation District nurseries was

17,553,000 trees as against 18,867,000 for the 10 nurseries in 1964.

The stock from these nurseries all goes to District cooperators for
planting on private Tlands.

There are now 4 county and municipal nurseries. They produced 341,000
trees in 1965 as against 519,000 in 1964. Their entire output is
planted on public Tands.

Most seedlings from forest industry nurseries go to plant company
Tands, although some stock is distributed to other private landowners
through various company programs. A total of 26 such nurseries
shipped trees in 1965 with total shipments of 145,175,000 trees as
against shipments of 164,094,000 trees in 1964.

commercial nurseries shipping stock in 1965 numbered 91 and their
total output was 52,035,000 plants, which is about 14 milTlion Tess
than in 1964.

of the 91 commercial nurseries that reported, 24 are in Pennsylvania
and 23 are in Michigan. Their production runs heavily to Christmas
tree planting stock. Twelve commercial nurseries reported. from
Iowa, Kansas, Nebraska and South Dakota. They produce mainly
windbarrier species in addition to ornamental stock not reported
herein. A large share of their production is sold to the States
for distribution under the Federal-State cooperative tree planting
program. The other 32 commercial nurseries are located in 13
States distributed from coast to coast, primarily in the North.

Direct Seeding

Twenty-five States reported from 4 to 41,321 acres direct seeded
on privately-owned land. The amount of such work is detailed in
Table 4 of this report and is summarized below:
