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Geographic oOrigin of Seed

Most of the dealers of seed and plants in this Directory of
Ccommercial Dealers in Seeds and Planting Stock for Common Trees
and Shrubs will, upon request, furnish data on seed origin for
the seeds and plants they sell.

Research in this country and other countries has proven the general
superiority of forest and shelterbelt plantings made with planting
stock from seed of local origin which is seed from an area subject
to similar climatic influence usually within 100 miles of the plant-
ing site and differing in elevation by less than 1,000 feet.

If seed or planting stock from seed of Tocal origin is not available,
the best second choice would be that from a region having a length
of growing season, day Tlength, maximum and minimum growing season
temperatures, rainfall amount and distributions and other environ-
mental factors comparable to those at the planned planting area.
